EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
The multidisciplinary engineering/business design team is selecting a digital controller for the Techni-Veyor manufactured by Cottrell Technologies.  Keypad and bar code input interfaces are being considered for the controller.  The bar code interface is similar to scanners used in video rental stores, automatically recording item when the scanning bar is passed over the appropriate code.  Also recording the type of item, but with a memory function performed manually rather than automatically with a scanner, is the keypad interface.  Because each interface involves a different controller design strategy, one of the two must be chosen to incorporate into the design.  This report details and analyzes the two interfaces using three consumer-based criteria:  compatibility with the existing Techni-Veyor system, how much it will cost, and relative ease of operation.  The keypad input interface is recommended due to its short installation time, reasonable price, and simple operation.
